· Chair Sam Furrer opened the last meeting of the year with position election information for the 2025-26 school year:
· Elizabeth Schoenberger will serve as Chair for next two years.
· Sam will sit as acting Vice Chair until the role is filled.
· Erika Walser will continue secretary duties next year.

· Dr. K presented testing data:
· From the beginning of the school year, on-grade reading levels rose from ~50% to 73%. 
· 156 students are reading above grade level. 28 are reading below grade level, with 5 students considered far below. Dr. K reviewed factors contributing to varying reading levels. 
· Teachers present in the meeting agreed that oral reading is more challenging across the board. 
· Data presented included breakdowns by grade level at different points in the school year, Reading SOL scores, information on SOL remediation
· Of the 9 students on the Autism Spectrum, identified at Level II, none passed the SOL. Dr. K recommended this information be considered when planning for next year, noting that these students should have more accommodation.
· Math data was also presented, broken down in the same categories.
